Insufficient Funds for any event
Insufficient Funds can provide music for virtually any event, party, wedding or function. We work closely with the coordinator, bride, groom, or planner to make your event memorable!

Some commonly asked questions:

· Can you begin with a smaller ensemble and move to the whole band in stages of the function?

· Yes, we often start with smooth, quieter vocal/jazz/smooth jazz for reception or cocktail hour and can increase the vibrancy of music and number of musicians as the event progresses.

· Does it cost more to have the band in smaller ensembles to start and then the whole band later?

· We work with you to determine exactly what and when you would like the music to be, and we quote you one price for the entertainment for the time period we agree upon. Your budget is of paramount importance to us and we strive to give you the best value we can for the budget allotted.

· What are your rates?

· Rates will vary depending on the mix of musicians required, and specifics that the event calls for. We are more geared towards the low mid-market with our costs than some bands as we would rather be very busy than overly expensive! We like to play and perform!

· Do you take requests?

· Yes, and as long as the band knows the tune we’ll do it! If you have specific requests for songs that the band needs to prepare prior to the event, we need to have those requested songs to us no later than 2 weeks prior to the event.

· Do you do Karaoke or allow people to sing?

· We don’t do karaoke, but if you want to feature a vocalist for a song we will work with you to make that happen. Our musicians that play instruments do not let others play their instruments for insurance, as well as personal reasons. 

· How much advance notice do you need for booking the band or a smaller duo/trio/quartet?

· Obviously we would like to have 30 – 45 days notice or more if possible, however we also can usually accommodate short term needs as well – particularly should you only need a duo or trio. We have been asked to play with 8 hours notice in the past and we made it happen!!

· Do you have specific power or staging requirements?

· We bring all our own PA and amplification equipment unless your venue has it in place and the board can handle 12 inputs for vocals and keys/instruments. Our power requirements are at least 3 15 amp circuits for instruments, amplification and lighting (if needed). A stage plot is available on request, however we can operate in very tight quarters should the stage area be relatively small.
